The Indiana Coalition Against Sexual Assault is pleased to announce the availability of funds from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and Indiana State Department of Health for 2010/2011 for Rape Prevention and Education. Projected funding budget is approximately $360,000 to $375,000. This is the total amount available for allocation to local community programs.  Average grant awards will range from $15,000 to $30,000.  
You will find the application enclosed. Please review the application instructions very carefully and submit all requested information. 

Applicants must submit program and budget proposals reflecting programming for the funding period of November 1, 2010 - October 31, 2011. Applications without all requested documentation may not be considered. Please send one original and two additional copies.

REQUEST FOR PROPROSAL
The Indiana Coalition Against Sexual Assault and the Indiana State Department of Health is authorized to allocate and administer funds for Sexual Violence Prevention and Education through a cooperative agreement with the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC). These funds will strengthen sexual violence prevention and education efforts through the provision of grants to community-based organizations to provide comprehensive sexual violence primary prevention aimed at preventing the initial occurrence of sexual violence. Funds are available, as specified in this Request For Proposal (RFP) for Rape Prevention Education programs. 

· MESA (Multicultural Efforts to End Sexual Assault), housed out of Purdue University, was funded to provide sexual violence primary prevention outreach and technical assistance to underserved groups in Indiana. INCASA and MESA are working together target underserved communities in Indiana. As a sub-grantee, MESA will be working with your community to work with the underserved communities in your area. Please reflect in program narrative how you plan to work with underserved populations in your community.   
· INCASA is requesting that all sub-grantees approach the 2010/2011 grant cycle with innovative ideas about expanding your programs and looking beyond just school based programs. Targeting other underserved areas will help expand primary prevention efforts in your community and Indiana. Please reflect in your program narrative how you plan to enhance prevention education programs in your community.
· The Sexual Violence Primary Prevention Council (SVPPC) and INCASA are working together on coordinating a statewide media campaign. Budget cuts for the 2010-2011 year have drastically reduced expenditures in the area of printing and media in order to keep funding levels as high as possible for subgrantees.  Efforts will be made to seek out other funding sources to get materials out to local programs.  
· As a sub-grantee it is mandatory that staff attend any trainings or meetings put on by INCASA, and/or ISDH regarding Rape Prevention and Education efforts. INCASA also requires staff attend the statewide conference on sexual violence hosted by INCASA. Please plan accordingly in your budget.  It is not likely that scholarships will be given to RPE funded programs when funding may be allocated for registration and lodging in the grant proposal.  
· All Request for Proposal must demonstrate efforts toward engaging men in violence prevention work in your community(ies). Collaborations with existing male groups are encouraged for resources and technical assistance.
· Social ecological model: This model allows incorporation of risk and protective factors from multiple domains. The social ecological model not only addresses an individual’s risk factors, but also the norms, beliefs and social and economic systems that create the conditions for the occurrence of sexual violence.


o Individual: The first level identifies biological and personal history factors that 

increase the likelihood of becoming a victim or perpetrator of violence. Some of 


these factors are age, education, income, substance use, or history of abuse. 



o Relationship: The second level includes factors that increase risk because of 


relationships with peers, intimate partners, and family members. A person's closest 

social circle-peers, partners and family members-influences their behavior and 


contributes to their range of experience. 


o Community: The third level explores the settings, such as schools, workplaces, 

and neighborhoods, in which social relationships occur and seeks to identify the 


characteristics of these settings that are associated with becoming victims or 


perpetrators of violence. 



o Societal: The fourth level looks at the broad societal factors that help create a 


climate in which violence is encouraged or inhibited. These factors include social 


and cultural norms. Other large societal factors include the health, economic, 


educational and social policies that help to maintain economic or social inequalities 

between groups in society. 
Applicants must demonstrate and understanding and use levels of the social ecological model in proposed activities.
Applicants are also expected to identify and discuss how they are promoting the “End Violence Together” license plate.  Discuss marketing, education, and awareness strategies.  
Please note the projected funding budget is approximately $360,000 to $375,000.00. The budget is less than last year, please consider this and plan accordingly in your own budget. INCASA encourages all applicants to look to other funding streams to support your local Rape Prevention and Education Programs.
